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STAFF REPORT 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
BELMONT, APPROVING RETENTION OF COMMUNITY GROUP 
FUNDS BY SAFE SCHOOLS 

   

 
Honorable Mayor and Council Members 

 
Summary 
 
Staff recommends that the City Council adopt the attached resolution allowing Safe Schools to 
retain the money granted to them by the City in the 2002-2003 fiscal year, for expenditures in 
the 2003-2004 fiscal year.  This action is at the request of Safe Schools, and would be an 
exception to an existing Council restriction on the use of City funds.  A similar request was 
made by the San Juan Canyon Trust and approved by the City Council on September 24, 2002. 
 
Discussion 
 
In July 2002, the City Council allocated $5,000 to the Safe Schools program as part of the 
Community Group Funding adopted with the FY 2002/2003 Budget.  The Safe Schools did not 
request or receive their funds until the end of the fiscal year, and have not had an opportunity 
to use these funds for the expenditures they intended.  (See attachment A outlining a few of the 
intended expenditures). 
 
The Safe Schools representative recently contacted staff, to inquire about extending the use of 
the City funds.  Safe Schools then submitted the attached letter (Attachment B) of August 7, 
2003, which contains their request.  They also agreed to provide an accounting in an 
expenditure report at the end of the 2003-2004 fiscal year. 
 
Fiscal Impact 
 
The City money has already been transferred to Safe Schools as a result of the prior Council 
action.  The requested action lifts a restriction on the use of the money, but there is no fiscal 
impact from that action.
