WHEREAS, seven of the committee members met as an Editors Committee to review all the materials
prepared by the Committees and the community, and with the special efforts of one of its members, John
Boykin, produced a draft Vision Statement for consideration by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, on October 14, 2003, the City Council adopted the Belmont Vision Statement as its own
vision for Belmont.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the City Council of the City of Belmont does hereby
recognize the efforts of the seven Citizen Committees and its members for the dedication, effort and
thoughtfulness they contributed to the Belmont Vision Project and further expresses its gratitude to these
individuals for preparing a concise, complete and convincing Vision Statement for the City of Belmont.
