1505 Solana Drive - Review of the Revised Landscape/Irrigation Plan
Appl. No. 2005-0057

Summary

Attached please find the revised Landscape/Irrigation Plan for the proposed construction of a 1,384 square
foot addition to the single family dwelling at 1505 Solana Drive. The Planning Commission granted Single-
Family Design Review approval for the project at the December 20, 2005 meeting subject to the following
condition:

Conditions of Project Approval, Planning Division

I. A 8. Prior to the issuance of building permits for the project, the applicant shall submit a final
landscape plan which includes number, species, and location of plantings for review and approval
by the Planning Commission. The landscape plan shall include the installation of a minimum of
one new 24’ box size tree for the front yard area.

A9 The proposed retaining wall on the uphill side of the driveway shall have a stucco finish to match
the house with a cap treatment for the top of the wall in concrete, stone, or brick. Alternative
finishes for the wall, such as natural stone, keystone, or a criblock design, may be used subject to
the review and approval of the Community Development Director.

Background

At the July 5, 2006 meeting, the Planning Commission directed staff to work with the applicant to revise the
landscaping/irrigation plan to address the specific concerns listed below:

e Clarification of the overall planting scheme

¢ Installation of additional shrub plantings to soften/minimize the overall “bulk” of the front elevation
entry stairs for the dwelling

e Modification of the proposed tree species

e Provision of an irrigation plan with a minimum of five stations for the front yard

A revised landscape plan sheet (see Attachments — Sheet L1, dated 7/12/06) addressing the above issues and
the Conditions of Approval (December 20, 2005 COA 1.A.8) was submitted and is summarized in the
Landscape Plan section below.
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Landscape Plan

The revised landscape plan has been modified to provide details of all proposed front yard plantings and
better clarify their quantity, size, and location. The plan includes a heavier concentration of new shrub
plantings (five and one gallon size) as well as a new tree (Japanese Maple — 15-gallon size) for the front
entry/stair areas to moderate the bulk of this portion of the dwelling, consistent with Commission direction.
The tree species has been modified for the yard (previous — Monterey Cypress, new — London Plane or
Chinese Scholar Tree (Sycamore Family)) — 24” box size.

Lawn areas will be reestablished for the front yard. The Five-Gallon shrub planting palate incorporates a
mixture of native and ornamental plants including Azalea Southern Indica, Heavenly Bamboo & Compactica
Variety, and Azalea Belgian Indica. The one-gallon plantings consist of Turf Lilly, Lamium, Sweet
Woodruff, Australian Fuchsia, Mexican Sage, and Emerald Carpet Manzanita. Total shrub plantings have
increased from 31 (7/5/06 Plan) to 58 (current plan).

Overall, staff concurs with the revised landscape plan modifications.
Irrigation Plan

The applicant has revised the 7/5/06 submittal to provide an irrigation plan which describes a minimum of
five “zones” to irrigate the various component areas of the proposed front yard landscaping, consistent with
Commission direction. The final layout of the valve and controller locations and pipe routing will be
determined by the landscape contractor as dictated by the field conditions.

Overall, staff concurs with the proposed irrigation plan.
Retaining Walls

Condition 1.A.9 requires that the proposed retaining wall on the uphill (east) side of the driveway have a
stucco finish to match the house with a cap treatment for the top of the wall in concrete, stone, or brick. The
site plan (See Attachments — Sheet A1) indicates that the retaining wall will have a rough stucco finish to
match the house and will have the required decorative stone cap. The applicant has satisfied the required
condition of approval.

Miscellaneous/Site Plan
The site plan (See Sheet Al) provided by the applicant continues to identify the following:
e Removal of the existing pedestrian walkway and construction of a new wheel chair ramp at the east

side of the property, as was approved by the Commission.

e A new redwood fence and gate to secure the east side yard and provide wheelchair access. The plan
indicates that the existing redwood fence on the west side of the property will remain.

e The existing concrete pavers in the east side yard will be reset after construction is completed. The
existing concrete in the west side yard shall remain.
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e The existing storage shed at the west side of the property will be removed prior to occupancy, which
is consistent with the Planning Commission approval.
e The existing concrete patio and raised wooden deck at rear of home are to remain.

e The rear yard area includes a note stating that all “Existing landscaping to remain in backyard,
recently landscaped with full irrigation.” The applicant has submitted photographs of the rear yard to
document the location and condition of all existing rear yard landscaping.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Planning Commission approve the Landscape/Irrigation Plan as proposed subject to the
following additional condition:

1. If any existing landscaping should be damaged during construction related activities, the applicant
shall replace such landscaping in kind for the property, prior to issuance of a certificate of
occupancy.
