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Here are some basic reminders and resources.

Stay at home order

The goal is to stay at home and when you go out for “essential” needs,
keeping your distance to avoid the risk of catching or spreading
COVID-19. Do not go into other neighborhoods for recreation. This 1/

increases the risk of virus spread. Always maintain social distance. #BelmontStron
Wash your hands frequently and follow all the other recommended
actions. It should go without saying, but if you’re sick, do not go out
atall.

We understand that these instructions are challenging for everyone,
but it is imperative that we work together to minimize avoidable
transmission of the Coronavirus.

Public Safety resources
Our Public Safety personnel remain diligent in serving the community during these difficult times. We ask
you to use on-line (www.belomt.gov) and phone reporting (650-595-7400) for non-emergency incidents.

We continue to provide excellent service to our citizens and businesses. However, we cannot possibly
have a law enforcement presence at every city trail and park and be available for higher priority calls for
service.

We ask that you model the right behavior and encourage your friends and neighbors to do the same. Over
time, as word spreads, people will get the seriousness of this situation.

Virtual City Council meeting

Belmont City Council will hold virtual meetings, with video teleconferencing replacing physical meetings.
Some or all of the city council members may participate in these meetings by teleconference as authorized
by Executive Order N-25-20 issued by the Governor of California on March 12, 2020.

Members of the public are discouraged to attend City Council meetings in person for the time being, but
you can watch on the city’s website or cable channel. The public are also encouraged to provide and
forward any communications regarding agenda items in advance of, or during the meeting to
tcook@belmont.gov. We are keeping the agenda on the short side to make sure this all works as it should.

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Background Information

Here is a recap of events in response to the spread of COVID-19, the County of San Mateo declared a
local emergency on March 3, 2020, and the Governor of California proclaimed a state of emergency on
March 4, 2020. On March 16, 2020, the San Mateo County Health Officer issued an order prohibiting
among other things all non-essential gatherings of any number of individuals and directing all businesses
and governmental agencies to cease non-essential operations. On Monday, March 16th, | declared a
Local State of Emergency to protect the public health and safety caused by the Novel Coronavirus
(COVID-19). On March 16, the City Council reviewed and ratified the State of Emergency at a Special
Council Meeting. The proclamation can be read at
https://www.belmont.gov/home/showdocument?id=19295.

Additionally, on Thursday, March 19, the Governor and California State Public Health Officer ordered all
individuals living in the State of California to stay home or at their place of residence, except as needed
to maintain continuity of operation of the federal critical infrastructure sectors.

The City’s Proclamation allows us to take the steps necessary to protect the safety of our community
and staff in response to the COVID-19 Pandemic. These steps include streamlined purchasing to secure
the resources necessary to respond in a timely manner; the implementation of rules or regulations, as
needed for the protection of life or property; implementation of programs or services to protect life or
property; ramping up or down of City service delivery in response to COVID-19; social distancing
protocols; and the recovery of costs and community assistance related to any of these responses.
