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Remember Your Smoke and Carbon Monoxide Detector Checks Next Weekend!!! 
 
 

With the need to turn your clocks back one hour next Sunday, November 6th, the 
Belmont Fire Protection District wants to remind everyone to be sure to change 
the batteries in both your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors throughout 
your homes. According to the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), two-
thirds of home fire deaths in the United States result from fires in homes without 
a working smoke alarm.  Smoke and Carbon Monoxide detectors 

are one of the cheapest ways to protect your family in the event of a fire or 
accidental release of carbon monoxide gas.  
 
But that protection is only possible when these units are kept in proper working 
order, and when everyone in your family knows what each of them sounds like and how family 
members should respond.  
 
Every month, you should test each detector to make sure they are working properly. 
Simply press the test button located on the face of each unit and wait for the beep. 
Every six months, conveniently when you change the clocks in your home, change 
the batteries in both types of detectors. Additionally, the fire district wants to 
remind everyone that effective July 1, 2015, all battery operated smoke alarms 
sold in California are required to have a non-replaceable, non-removable battery 
that is capable of powering the smoke alarm for at least ten years.

This construction 
component runs along the perimeter of the property and 
will provide the basis for the foundation walls.  
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700 Island Parkway 
The demolition of Autobahn Motors is well underway. 
The site will include a new dealership that is both 
modern and meets the standards of Mercedes Benz. 
The grading and building permits are in the final stages 
of review.

This mixed use project received their grading permit 
and are in the final review for their building permit.
